The Heart of Worship 

On Saturday March 12th 

we had the pleasure of 

joining together for break-

fast and listening to The 

Reverend Annette Brown-

lee, Chaplain at Wycliffe 

College.  She talked about 

worship as ñseeing people 

love God backò.  She 

went on to explain each of 

these words.  I want to 

summarize from my notes 

some of what she said 

about the word ñbackò. 

 

Worship is our response 

to God, and what He has 

done for us in Christ.  Our 

response means offer-

ing the best, the worst 

and everything we 

have. 

 

We give God our 

best. 

We give God our time 

because God deserves it. 

God is worthy of our time.  

It is not about asking, 

ñWhat am I going to get 

out of worship?ò  If we 

ask a teenager what they 

did with their friends they 

often say, ñnothingò or 

ñwe were just hanging 

outò.  We would never 

say, ñWell I might go and 

spend time with a friend if 

I will be guaranteed to get 

something out of it.ò  We 

spend time with people 

we love because they are 

worth it.  God deserves 

our time and attention. 

We give God our worst. 

The word for this is con-

fession.  Annette proposed 

that we instinctively avoid 

confession because we 

donôt want God nosing 

around our lives.  For this 

part she directed us to the 

ñrenunciationsò in the 

baptism service in the 

BAS (page 154).  This is 

where the candidates, 

parents and sponsors turn 

their back on the ñcosmic 

evil powers, the evil pow-

ers of the world and sinful 

desires.ò  This is not about 

feeling bad about our-

selves; but rather facing 

the truth about the world 

and ourselves.  When we 

confess our sins we stop 

pretending and this is very 

freeing.

Well, February 6th began a 

new year for St. John, Ida 

with the meeting of our Ves-

try. 

At that meeting, we received 

financial and narrative reports 

of life at St. Johnôs.  With 

grateful hearts the Wardens 

reported that our members 

increased givings by 9.6%.  

We require an increase again 

this year as part of our over all 

plan to become a financially 

self- sustaining parish in the 

near future. We are thankful 

for the faithfulness of our 

church family and for the 

unanimous acceptance of the 

increase by Vestry. 

The one sad note at Vestry 

was the stepping down of Phil 

Winslow as our Rectorôs War-

den.   Phil has more than ably 

helped lead us through the last 

three years. Prior to that he 

served as Deputy warden, and 

we give thanks to God for the 

gifts Phil shares with us.  

For those who are newer to St. 

John, our positions of Warden 

and Deputy Warden are a four 

year commitment. Two years 

as deputy warden and two as 

warden. The peopleôs warden 

positions are  elected at Ves-

try and the Rectorôs Warden 

positions are appointments by 

Rev. Peter. Don Winslow has 

accepted the appointment of 

Deputy Warden. Now that 

ópigsô donôt take up most of 

his life, Don is offering more 

of his time to serve God here 

at St. Johnôs. 

The ministries of the past year 

continue with the addition of 

pastoral visitors under the 

leadership of Rev. Bill. 

We welcome Sylvia Ames-

bury back as our interim or-

ganist/ choir director. Sylvia 

ably led our music for many 

years before Andrea joined us. 

You will notice a new-to-us 

piano in the Hall. We thank 

Jim McDonald for the dona-

tion. The piano originally be-

longed to a member of the 

Sisson family who worshiped 

here long, long ago. 

On another note, Peter and the 

Wardens met with Rev. Har-

old Percy to begin the process 

of fulfilling our vision to be-

come a single point parish. 

Harold will meet with us a 

few times throughout this year 

to advise us on steps to take 

and then to review how we 

are doing. Each of us is in-

vited to be a part of the com-

mittee that will guide us to 

reach our goal. Peter has dis-

tributed an excellent letter that 

outlines our vision and invites 

responses from each of us. If 

you have not read it, please 

ask for a copy and prayerfully 

consider your part in this ma-

jor transition for St. John.  

In February we had the organ 

tuned. We were informed by 

Andrew Meade, the tuner, that 

in fact the organ is in need of 

major restoration if we hope 

to keep using it. It was put 

into the church in 1920 

(coming from another loca-

tion) and has served us well. 

Andrew estimates the cost of 

the restoration to be some-

where between twenty and 

twenty-five thousand dollars. 

Bequest money will help off-

set the cost, but donations can 

also be made to our capital 

projects account. 

We would be remiss if we did 

not extend a huge thank you 

to the ACW  for purchasing 

the delightfully light tables 

and the soft new chairs.  The 

chairs are so comfy we almost 

had a bottleïneck at the Irish 

supper as people wanted to 

linger and visit.  

In closing, we would like to 

thank all who helped to once 

again make the Irish Supper a 

wonderful success and to let 

you know we will welcome 

you to the Seder Supper/ Holy 

Communion table on the eve-

ning of Maundy Thursday 

during the week before Easter. 

Please pray that in all things 

at St. John, Ida, we will seek 

the leading of God; Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit.

During Lent, there will be focus on the 

KAIROS campaign to support implementa-

tion of the United Nations Declaration of the 

Rights of Indigenous Peoples recently en-

dorsed by the Government of Canada. Out-

reach Committee members will make short 

presentations at church, and special prayers 

will be included in the Prayers of the People. 

The campaign ends with an opportunity to 

sign a petition to the Canadian government 

requesting action in improving life for First 

Nations people in Canada. 

According to a UN Human Development In-

dex, living conditions on Canadian reserves 

are at the same level as those in a country 

that ranks 78th on the list, even though Can-

ada as a nation ranks in the top 5. Surely, 

there is a need for some action here. 

 

The latest from St. Stephenôs, Constance 

Lake. Want an adventure in mission this 

summer? The rector, the Rev. Debbie Loner-

gan-Freake, has sent plans for a mission and 

childrenôs program, beginning Thurs. August 

18 and ending Sunday, August 21. She 

writes: ñWe really donôt have the financial 

resources for the VBS supplies or to pur-

chase craft supplies for any children who 

might participate. And we donôt have the 

people resources to conduct a children's pro-

gram.ò Anyone interested in helping respond 

to this plan from a congregation we have 

supported at long distance for some years?? 

She concludes: òThank you for your prayer 

support. It means a great deal to us.ò 

 

 

You can contribute to Japan earthquake/

tsunami relief through the church.

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On Saturday, March 12, to start 

Lent, St. Johnôs hosted a break-

fast followed by a speaker, Rev. 

Annette Brownlee, Chaplin and 

Director of Lay Studies at Wy-

cliffe College, University of To-

ronto. Her topic was ñWorshipò 

with a special reference to bap-

tism.  Here is a brief review of 

her message. 

In church we see ñpeople trying 

to love God back.ò  This is 

something we do not see in other 

places where some people say 

they worship God such as the 

beach, the cottage or the golf 

course.  Christian worship is 

available to all.  There are no 

secret rites or rituals.  For all to 

participate there needs to be   

order and the service should be 

structured so that everyone can 

take part. 

In a Christian community God 

joins Himself to those who at-

tempt to worship Him. Jesus lifts 

us up out of ourselves to the   

Father and shows us how to take 

the ordinary things we bring; 

song, prayer, art, the spoken 

word and make them holy.  God 

wants us to respond through our 

humanity not in spite of it.  Who 

we are and what we do become 

infused with meaning. 

In a worshiping community we 

learn how to love.  The world 

talks about love without talking 

about God- but love starts with 

God.  ñGod is love.  Whoever 

l i v e s 

i n 

love lives in God and God in 

Him.ò (I John 4:19) In a wor-

shiping community we are 

ñstuckò with one another.  This 

helps us learn how to really love.  

As we grow in Christ, the Holy 

Spirit teaches us to love.  We 

learn that our lives are not about 

us.  Instead we discover that 

Love gives itself away and ab-

sorbs the cost so it can be given 

freely.  As St. Augustine taught, 

we become what we receive, the 

Body of Christ given for the 

world.  

On Saturday, April 9 we will 

have our second Lenten speaker, 

Dr. Roseanne Kydd.  Her talk is 

entitled, ñThe Walking Jesus: 

Walking with God as a Picture 

of our Relationship with God.ò 

Breakfast at 8:30 am, song and 

prayer at 9:15, talk at 9:30 am.
